Public Comment:  

Stella Kirby has applied for a grant with the River Raisin Watershed Council for a 4 day Nature Exploration Camp to be held at Fernstrom Park in June for middle school students. She will be notified in April if approved. She is also getting assistance from a company representative about a product for a potential canoe/kayak launch at the park.

New Business:
 
City engineer Dave Kubiske presented the final drafts of the Water System Reliability Study and Asset Management Plan. They have received a striping bid of $18,500 from the same contractor who will be working on Ida West Road this spring. They should be able to complete the striping in 3-4 days. He feels the cracking in the streets is not uncommon with cold weather and low traffic volume. They will reassess when it warms up. We have spent $1.2 million of the $1.4 million budgeted for streets, so some equipment can be purchased yet.

Old Business: 

Council Reports: 

Richards reported the Recreation Commission is meeting February 5 at City Hall. He would like to organize a meeting with City, Summerfield Township, Summerfield Schools and Rec Board members to review the organization of the Rec Commission.
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Cilley spoke with Petersburg Events Committee member Kylie Schroeder who is planning the Farmer’s Market and other events. She asked if the city did any mass mailings.

Tollison warned council of the Lantern Fly, especially in maples and river birch, to be on the lookout to prevent damage.

Employee Reports: 

Treasurer Goodin reported the Deficit Elimination Plan submitted by our auditors for the water fund was rejected by the State of Michigan. We will need to submit a 1-5 year plan, along with a budget, to the State as soon as possible. Mayor Holeman and our auditors will assist her. Increasing water rates to at least cover the annual increase from Monroe was discussed. A free rate study is available but will take at least 4 months.

Goodin also informed Council that our Fundbalance software will no longer be supported after December 31, 2026 and a decision must be made by June 30, 2025 to switch to ERP Pro with Tyler Tech or BS&A. She will be getting quotes.
